Books, magazines, movies and equipment may be mailed to those who are unable to read standard print material 
due to visual or physical impairment.  Materials are returned postage free through the U.S. Mail. More information 
and a link to apply for service is available under the Resources tab on SDL’s website.    
 

The Library for the Blind and Physically Handicapped provides free reading materials and services to people with 
visual impairments, physical disabilities and children with learning disabilities.  
 

The Michigan Braille & Talking Book Library provides books and magazines in audio and braille, to people who 
are blind, or have a reading disability that makes it difficult to read regular print.  
 

Children and adults who meet any of the following criteria are eligible for the program. Schools, nursing homes and 
facilities that have eligible clients or patients are also welcome.

 Legally blind
