Did you know that SDL manages the
CPS Elementary & High School
Libraries? In 2015, a partnership was
formed between the CPS School
Board and Sanilac District Library to
operate both school libraries which
had been closed for several years.
The CPS School Board, teachers and
administration have been supportive
of the agreement which gives SDL
the opportunity to meet most of the
children in SDL’s service area and
provide books to CPS students.

The book budget is supplied by CPS.
SDL staff order the books. SDL staff
check out books to the students on
Library Days: Tuesdays at the High
School and Wednesdays at the
Elementary.

After you login, you are required to
make a new password. SDL staff do not have access to your password.
If you forget it, library staff are able to reset the password to userpass so
you may create a new password.
